Psalm 24:1 states: “The earth is the Lord’s and everything in it...”. Psalm
50:10-12 states: “for every animal of the forest is mine, and the cattle on a
thousand hills. | know every bird in the mountains, and the creatures of
the field...for the world is mine, and all that is in it.” Everything on earth
belongs to the Lord.
We are called by God to be stewards of what the Lord has created and
given to us. A good example of stewardship is found in Acts 2: 42-47.
These verses show how the community of early Christians came together
and remembered that all they had belonged to the Lord. They helped
those who were in need. They shared their meals with each other. They
praised the Lord for the many blessings He had provided to them. | am
sure they remembered the teachings of Jesus such as Matthew 6:24 that
says we cannot worship two gods. Also, in Matthew 6:19-21, Jesus
warned them not to store up treasures on earth because they will be
destroyed but to store up our treasures in heaven, these would not be
destroyed. If we put more value on what we have here on earth, then we
are worshipping our possessions and not God and failing to build a
relationship with our Lord. In Acts 2: 42-47, they did not worry but they
praised God. By sharing with others and praising God, the Lord added to
their community. They were able to share with others because they were
good stewards of what they had and they remembered that everything
they had belonged to the Lord.
We must remember being good stewards calls for us to take care of the
earth, it calls for us to use our possessions to serve the Lord and help
those who are in need. Being a good steward is to remember the gifts the
Lord has given us, whether it is music, teaching, preaching, taking care of
others, mission work, etc., and using them to glorify not us but the Lord. If
we use our gifts for the Lord, we will draw others into a relationship with the
Lord and they will come to know Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior. For
remember in Acts, God added to their numbers. As we think about how to
be a good steward and live in community remember Matthew 25: 35-36, “I
was hungry and you gave me food to eat. | was thirsty and you gave me
a drink. | was a stranger and you welcomed me. | was naked and you
gave me clothes to wear. | was in prison and you visited me.” If we are
good stewards, then we will have taken care of others by remembering
that we are called to manage God’s creation and all that He has blessed
us with, so we can work to build God’s kingdom on earth.
